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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY





[bookmark: _bookmark2]OFFICIAL SOLICITATION DOCUMENTS: El Paso County officially distributes solicitation documents through the Rocky Mountain E-Purchasing System and the County’s website. Copies of solicitations obtained from any other source are not considered official copies. Only those Contractors who obtain solicitation documents from the Rocky Mountain E-Purchasing System or El Paso County website will be in receipt of officially posted and relevant information regarding solicitations issued by El Paso County. The County cannot be held responsible for incorrect information, nor can it attest to the accuracy of information found on websites other than the Rocky Mountain E-Purchasing System or the County’s website.

PURPOSE OF SOLICITATION: El Paso County is requesting proposals from qualified, experienced, professional Contractors to furnish all services, labor, materials, and equipment necessary for trade contractor services for the HOMESTEAD RANCH REGIONAL PARK TRAIL RESTORATION PROJECT 2026 (“The Project”).

There will be El Paso County oversight of the projects. Projects will not be subject to Davis Bacon requirements.
TERM OF CONTRACT: The awarded contract(s) is anticipated to commence on May 1, 2026, and shall remain in effect through December 31, 2026.

NON-APPROPRIATION: Pursuant to C.R.S.§ 29-1-110, as amended, the financial obligations of the County as set forth herein after the current fiscal year are contingent upon funds for the purpose being appropriated, budgeted and otherwise available. The awarded agreement will automatically terminate on January 1st of the first fiscal year for which funds are not appropriated. The County shall give the Contractor written notice of such non- appropriation

PRE PROPOSAL CONFERENCE IS MANDATORY:  A mandatory pre-proposal conference will be held at 16444 Gollihar Road, Peyton, CO 80831 to discuss the Specifications.  A representative of the Contractor must attend this mandatory conference in order to qualify to respond to this Solicitation.  Contractors who fail to arrive at the pre-proposal conference within 15 minutes of the scheduled starting time shall be considered non-responsive and ineligible for award.

EXAMINATION OF SITE AND CONTRACT DOCUMENTS IS RECOMMENDED: The Contractor is advised to carefully examine the requirements outlined in the Specifications. It is not the intent of the specifications to cover each and every detail. Any problems that may arise must be promptly reported to the County and will be subject to the decision of the County. The submitter is expected to carefully examine the size and scope of the proposed work prior to submitting its submittal. The Submitter certifies that it has examined the location of the proposed Work and is familiar with the specifications and all contract documents related thereto, and the local conditions at the place where the Work may be performed. The Submitter should carefully check all the quantities and understand that the County will not be responsible for any errors or omissions on the part of the Submitter in making their submittal.

The material and labor services to be purchased pursuant to this RFP are funded by El Paso County.

It is expected that the business and its team members have significant experience with this type of work. The successful Contractor shall be considered and shall remain an independent Contractor throughout the term of any contract awarded pursuant to this Solicitation.

The successful Contractor shall be solely responsible for scheduling and coordinating work of the sub-contractors, suppliers, and other individuals or entities performing or furnishing any of the work under direct or indirect contract with the successful Contractor.

The successful Contractor shall provide and assume full responsibility for all services, materials, equipment, and labor necessary for completion of the services outlined in this Solicitation as awarded.

The County of El Paso, in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (79 Stat. 252, 42 US.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies all submitters that it will affirmatively ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this solicitation, disadvantaged business enterprises (DBE) will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit proposals in response to this solicitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national origin in consideration for any award.

The Projects will be funded through the following sources: El Paso County. There will be El Paso County oversight of the projects.

The Projects are not subject to Davis Bacon requirements.

I. BACKGROUND / GENERAL INFORMATION

Project location: Homestead Ranch Regional Park, 16444 Golihar Road, Peyton, CO 80831.

El Paso County Parks is soliciting responses from qualified, experienced, professional contractors to furnish all materials and labor as necessary for the construction of the Homestead Ranch Regional Park Trail Improvement Project. It is expected that the Contractor and their team members have significant experience with trail building, and the individuals managing this project are qualified professionals.

The primary objective of the project is to complete drainage improvements and add trail surfacing material to all incomplete trail sections throughout the regional trail system. All trail surface material shall be crushed limestone aggregate meeting El Paso County specifications to provide a consistent, smooth, and safe surface throughout the park. All efforts shall meet El Paso County Park standards for tier I and tier III trail construction. Interested Contractors will be required to meet onsite with the County project manager to review all work areas and to discuss scope specifics. It will be the sole responsibility of the Contractor to provide material quantities, linear foot construction cost, project timeline, and total project costs.







II. SCOPE OF WORK

	1.1 The Contractor shall provide construction management, inspection, and materials testing services for the construction of the Project as summarized in the bullet points below.

· Experience: Submitting Contractors shall have a minimum of three (3) years of experience and operational requirements. Provide an experienced project manager, inspectors / testers, operators, and other field / support staff with a minimum of three (3) years of experience for each role.

· Schedule, attend, and provide project updates for all meetings. Meetings shall be held in a manner and on a schedule determined by the Project Manager.

· Coordinate with utility companies for locates as needed.

· Review the project site with the County project manager and develop a site plan for trail renovation efforts, drainage improvements, and material quantities. The site plan shall encompass all aspects of the project to successfully complete the Homestead Ranch Regional Park Trail Restoration Project 2026.

				Site Plan contents, including but not limited to items such as:
· Drainage and erosion control solutions.
· Ditching and piping requirements and their amounts.
· Types of erosion control structures needed.
· Proposed drains or trail surface binding agents.
· CAD drawings if applicable.

· Safely and accurately install crushed limestone trail material per provided specifications (Attachment -D). The County project manager must approve all aggregate prior to installation.

· Ensure aggregate has appropriate moisture content to achieve 95% compaction.

· The trail surface should have a two (2) – three (3) percent sloped crown for relatively level applications and a two (2) – three (3) percent cross slope for hillside applications.

· The limestone aggregate should be installed and compacted to create a smooth, consistent, and predictable trail surface. Rough and / or bumpy surfaces will not be accepted.

· Access: All access routes shall be identified prior to work activities, and only these routes shall be used. Access routes shall avoid wet areas, steep areas, and irrigated turf. Contractor access to native areas is prohibited during saturated conditions. The Contractor shall restore all access, staging, or other disturbed areas to a pre- existing condition by grading and reseeding with approved seed mixes as necessary. Biodegradable erosion fabric will be required in sloped restoration areas.

· Equipment: The Contractor shall provide a list of equipment for County review. All equipment leaks (hydraulic oil, antifreeze, fuel, etc.) should be immediately removed and properly disposed of. The Contractor shall be responsible for securing all equipment and materials. Staging areas shall be in the working areas or on existing hard surfaces, such as gravel parking lots or closed sections of trail. All equipment, material, and storage areas must be approved by the County project manager prior to work activities. All staging and storage areas must be identified and secured with stormwater and erosion control Best Management Practices (BMP) as needed. Extreme care should be taken to use lightweight vehicles to minimize disturbances to the park. Great care must be taken to avoid user conflict while working in the park. Signs shall be placed near work areas to alert park guests of work being performed. The Contractor is responsible for ensuring a safe and secure working environment.

· Public Notifications: The Contractor should properly sign and cordon off work areas to prevent park users from unintentionally entering the work site. Clear signage and temporary barriers may be necessary in certain high-traffic areas.

· Acceptable Work Practices and Work Hours: Work can be completed Monday through Friday, 7 am – 7 pm. Weekend work should be avoided as this is our primary rental timeframe. We may need to adjust scheduling due to special events booked at the park. Special Events will be handled on a case-by-case basis.

· Project Schedule: Contractor shall provide a project timeline to include start and completion dates.

1.2 *Note: All trail sections are marked with grade stakes and orange marking paint.*

· Section 1: 2,562’ LF trail breeze surfacing 8’ wide, 6” depth. 
· Section 2: 3,905’ LF trail breeze surfacing 8’ wide, 6” depth. 
· Section 3: 837’ LF ditching, cut/fill, grade, install drainage structures as needed to achieve optimal water flow and trail stabilization. 


III. EVALUATION CRITERIA

All proposals deemed acceptable shall be initially rated based upon the submitted requirements. Price is not a factor in the Technical Review scoring process.

The fee proposal will not be opened until all technical evaluations have been completed and proposals have been ranked.

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1. [bookmark: _bookmark4]METHOD OF AWARD BEST EVALUATIVE SCORE BASED ON WRITTEN RESPONSE: It is the intent of the County to award this Solicitation to the Contractor who receives the highest score when the Responses submitted by interested Contractors are reviewed by the County's Response Evaluation Committee. For this Solicitation, the Evaluation Committee will score Responses based on the following criteria, listed in no order of importance:

· Company’s & Key Personnel’s Qualifications and Past Performance: 50%
· Ability to Furnish Desired Services: 25%
· Fee Proposal: 25%

A more detailed description of these criteria can be found on Pages 6 - 7 of this document.

Evaluation criteria, other than costs, are evaluated first. After rating the written Responses, costs are then considered against trade-offs such as satisfaction of requirements in the Solicitation, qualifications and financial condition of the Contractor, risk, and incentives.

If it is in the best interest of the County, the Evaluation Committee may invite a limited number of Contractors who received the highest scores during the written phase to provide an oral presentation and discussion. The number of Contractors who may be invited to participate in this discussion will be determined by the Evaluation Committee after the written Responses have been scored.

The County reserves the right to conduct negotiations with Contractors and to accept revisions of Responses. During this negotiation period, the County will not disclose any information derived from Responses submitted, or from discussions with other Contractors. Once an award is made, the Solicitation file and the Responses contained therein are in the public record.

2. BID GUARANTY IS REQUIRED FOR A PERCENTAGE OF THE TOTAL PRICE:  All Responses shall be accompanied by a Bid Guaranty in the form of a Certified Check, Cashier's Check or Bid Bond, made payable to EL PASO COUNTY, in the amount that represents 5% of the total base price.  The Bid Guaranty shall be made payable to County and shall be conditioned upon the successful Contractor submitting a specified performance bond within ten (10) calendar days following written notice of award.  Any Response which is not accompanied by a Bid Guaranty shall be considered non-responsive and ineligible for award.  In the event the selected Contractor fails or refuses to submit the performance bond within the time stated, the Bid Guaranty/Security submitted with the Response will be forfeited as liquidated damages because of such failure or default.  The bid guarantees will be returned after the opening of Responses to all except the three lowest responsible, responsive Contractors and the remaining guarantees shall be returned to these Contractors after the contract with the selected Contractor(s) is executed.

3. PERFORMANCE BOND BASED ON A PERCENTAGE OF THE OFFERED PRICE:  The Contractor to whom a contingent award is made shall duly execute and deliver a Performance and Payment Bond to the County in an amount that represents 100% of the price offered by the Contractor. The Contractor may deliver multiple bonds in lieu of a single bond, provided the total amount of these bonds equals the amount specified above.  The bond shall be delivered to the County's Contracts and Procurement Division within ten (10) calendar days after a Notice of Intent to Award is given to the Contractor, either verbally or in writing.  If the Contractor fails to deliver the bond within this specified time frame, including any extensions which may be granted by the County, the County shall declare the Contractor in default of the contractual terms and conditions and the Contractor shall surrender its Bid Bond.  In lieu of a Performance and Payment Bond, the County will accept a cash bond in the form of a certified cashier's check made payable to El Paso County.

Should an Extension(s) or Amendment(s) be completed on the contract that increases the amount of the contract, it shall be a requirement that the Contractor request additional bonding capabilities from their Bonding Agent to match the amended contract amount and the Contractor shall be responsible for paying any fees associated with the increase in the bonding amount.  The County shall not be responsible for nor pay for any bonding fee increases.

4. PRICE OFFERS SHALL BE FIXED AND FIRM: The prices offered by the Contractor shall remain fixed and firm for each task order. No changes in the Response shall be allowed after the date and time of the Solicitation opening due to an error by the Contractor. Responses may not be withdrawn after the time and date set for the Solicitation opening for a period of ninety calendar days.

5. PRICING IN SEPARATE ENVELOPE:  Provide pricing in a separate digital envelope.   All Contractors must provide pricing in a separate digital envelope that is marked and included with their Responses.  Any Contractor that does not provide separate pricing may be deemed non-responsive.

6. POST INTENT TO AWARD MEETING: The Contractor may be required to attend a post-intent to award meeting with the County to discuss the terms and conditions of the contract. This meeting will be coordinated by the Contracts and Procurement Division once a Notice of Intent to Award has been issued.

7. COMPETENCY OF CONTRACTORS - MINIMUM THREE (3) YEARS OF EXPERIENCE AND OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS: Proposals will only be considered from Contractors which have been engaged in the business of performing the Work as described in this Solicitation. Contractors must be able to produce evidence that they have an established satisfactory record of performance for a minimum of three (3) years and have sufficient financial support, equipment, and organization to ensure that they can satisfactorily execute the services if awarded a contract. The term 'equipment and organization' as used herein shall be construed to mean a fully equipped and well-established company in line with the best business practices in the industry and as determined by the proper authorities of the County.

The Contractor shall submit, with its proposal, such evidence of its qualifications including a maximum of five (5) relevant projects with similar services, timelines and/or magnitudes performed by the Contractor in the last five (5) and relevant projects with similar services, timelines and/or magnitudes performed by the Contractor’s Project Manager, Superintendent and/or Foreman(s). Similar services shall be specific to the following:

· Project Management
· Trail Building and Drainage Management
· Erosion Control, Surveying, and Grading

The County may consider any evidence available to it (including, but not limited to, the financial, technical, and other qualifications and abilities of the Contractor) in making the award in the best interests of the County.

8. QUALIFICATIONS OF CONTRACTOR: The County may make such investigations as deemed necessary to determine the ability of the Contractor to perform the work, and the Contractor shall furnish all information and data for this purpose as the County requests. Such information includes but not limited to: current/maximum bonding capabilities, current licensing information, audited financial statements, history of the firm on assessments of liquidated damages, contracts cancelled prior to completion and/or lawsuits and/or pending lawsuits against the firm and/or its principals. The County reserves the right to reject any Response if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such Contractor fails to satisfy the County that such Contractor is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the Solicitation and to complete the work contemplated therein. Conditional Responses will not be accepted.

9. PAST PERFORMANCE: The County may review Past Performance with El Paso County or another entity and/or make such investigations as deemed necessary to determine the ability of the Contractor to perform work outlined in this solicitation. If the County has terminated a contract with the Contractor within the past three (3) years, the Contractor may be asked to furnish information for this investigation as the County requests. Such information includes but not limited to: current/past company references, current licensing information, history of the firm on assessments of liquidated damages, contracts cancelled prior to completion and/or lawsuits and/or pending lawsuits against the firm and/or its principals. The County reserves the right to reject any Response if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such Contractor 

fails to satisfy the County that such Contractor is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the Solicitation and to complete the work contemplated herein. Conditional Responses will not be accepted.

10. CONFLICTS WITHIN THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS: In the event that conflicts exist within the Contract Documents, the policies stated in the following paragraphs shall govern: A. Project Special Provisions (PSP) shall supersede Construction Plans (Plans), and Plans shall supersede SOQ Specifications (Specifications). B. The competency of the subcontractor(s) with respect to skill, responsibility and business standing shall be considered by the County when making the award in the best interest of the County.

13. CURRENT PERMITS REQUIRED: Contractor must obtain and pay for all required permits, licenses, inspection fees, etc., and will comply with all laws, ordinances, and regulations associated with construction of the Project. Damages, penalties and/or fines imposed by the County on the Contractor for failure to obtain required permits, licenses, certificates or pay fees shall be borne by the Contractor. The Contractor shall enclose a current copy of their applicable permits, licenses, and inspection certificates with their Response.

15. 16. 20. No overtime work shall be started without prior approval of the County's Project Manager or his/her designated representative.

21. ACCIDENT PREVENTION: The Contractor shall be required to take safety precautions in an effort to protect persons and property. All Contractors, Contractors and sub-Contractors shall conform to all OSHA, State and County regulations while performing under the terms and conditions of the awarded contract.  Any fines levied by the above-mentioned authorities because of inadequate compliance with these requirements shall be borne solely by the Contractor which is responsible for same.

22. DEFICIENCIES IN WORK TO BE CORRECTED BY CONTRACTOR: The successful Contractor shall promptly correct all deficiencies in service and/or any work that fails to conform to the Contract Documents. All corrections shall be made immediately after such deficiencies and/or non-conformances are verbally reported to the Contractor by the County's Project Manager. The Contractor shall bear all costs of correcting such rejected work. If the Contractor fails to correct the work within the period specified in this Solicitation, the County reserves the right to place the Contractor in default of its contractual obligations, obtain the services of another Contractor and charge the Contractor for these costs, either through a deduction from the final payment over to the Contractor or through invoicing.

23. COMPLETION OF WORK: The Contractor shall adhere to the timeline and milestones provided in its Response in which it will commit to perform the work and/or service. All work shall be performed in accordance with good commercial practice and the timeline and milestones shall be adhered to by the successful Contractor, except in such cases where the timeline will be delayed due to acts of God, strikes, or other causes beyond the control of the Contractor. In these cases, the Contractor shall notify the County of the delays in advance of the original timeline so that a revised timeline can be negotiated. Should the Contractor to whom the contract is awarded fail to complete the work within the timeline as stated in its Response or as subsequently approved, it is hereby agreed and understood that the County reserves the right to cancel the contract with the Contractor and to secure the services of another Contractor to complete the work. If the County exercises this right, the County shall be responsible for reimbursing the Contractor for work which was completed and found acceptable to the County in accordance with the Specifications.   In addition, the County may, at its sole discretion, request payment from the Contractor, through an invoice or credit memo, for any additional costs over and beyond the original price which were incurred by the County as a result of having to secure the services of another Contractor.

24. TESTING OF RANDOM SAMPLES:  A representative sample of items delivered by the Contractor may be randomly selected and tested for compliance with these Specifications.  If the delivered commodities do not conform to these Specifications, the County shall either require replacement within a reasonable period of time or cancel the contract for cause.

25. CLEAN UP AFTER PROJECT IS COMPLETED:  All unusable materials and debris shall be removed from the County premises.  At completion, the successful Contractor shall thoroughly clean up all areas where work has been involved, as mutually agreed with the County's Project Manager.

26. METHOD OF PAYMENT: The successful Contractors shall submit monthly invoices. These invoices shall be submitted to the County's Project Manager.

27. 29. INDEMNIFICATION: Indemnification – General. The Contractor shall, to the fullest extent permitted by law, defend, indemnify and hold harmless the County, Board of County Commissioners, officials, officers, directors, and employees, from and against all liability, claims, demands, suits, actions or proceedings of any kind that are not the result of or directly related to the performance of professional services, including, without limitation, claims arising from bodily injury, personal injury, sickness, disease, death, property loss or damage, which arise out of or are in any manner connected with this Agreement, including workers' compensation claims, in any way resulting from or arising from the services rendered by the Contractor, its employees, agents or subcontractors, or others for whom the Contractor is legally liable, under this Agreement; provided, however, that the Contractor need not indemnify or save harmless the County Board of County Commissioners, its officers, agents and employees, from damages resulting from the negligence of the County's Board of County Commissioners, officials, officers, directors, agents, and their insurers, and employees. The Contractor shall maintain records demonstrating its compliance with this article and shall make such records available to the County upon the County’s request.

32. 33. CONFIDENTIALITY: Responses to this Solicitation are considered to be working documents while they are under consideration and, as such, are not subject to official bid openings. In consideration of this Invitation for Proposals that is criteria driven, the only information that will be released is the names of the respondents, the total cost of the proposal, and the apparent responsible, responsive Contractor. Only after staff makes an  official recommendation of award and a contract is fully executed will Responses to this proposal be available as public record.

Responses submitted to the County for consideration shall be subject to the Colorado Open Records Law, Section 24-72-201, et seq., C.R.S., after award is made. Any confidential information in the Contractor’s Response shall be identified as such. Should the County receive a request for the release of any information in the Contractor’s Response identified as confidential in accordance with the open records law, the County will notify the Contractor of the request and will exercise best efforts in assisting the Contractor in taking all legally available steps to resist or narrow such request. If, in the opinion of County’s legal counsel, the County is nonetheless compelled to disclose any portion of such information to anyone or else stand liable for contempt or suffer censure or penalty, the County may disclose such information without liability.

34. GRATUITIES AND KICKBACKS: It shall be a breach of ethical standards for any person to offer, give, or agree to give any employee or former employee (within six months of termination from County employment), or for any employee or former employee (within six months of termination from County employment) to solicit, demand, accept, or agree to accept from another person, a gratuity or an offer of employment in connection with any decision, approval, disapproval, recommendation, preparation of any part of a program requirement or a purchase request, influencing the content of any specification or procurement standard, rendering of advice, investigation, auditing, or in any other advisory capacity in any proceeding of application, request for ruling, determination, claim or controversy, or other particular matter, pertaining to any program requirement or a contract or subcontract, or to any solicitation or proposal therefore.

It shall be a breach of ethical standards for any payment, gratuity, or offer of employment to be made by or on behalf of a subcontractor under a contract to the prime Contractor or higher tier subcontractor or any person associated therewith, as an inducement for the award of a subcontract or order. In the event that any gratuities or kickbacks are offered or tendered to any El Paso County employee, the proposal shall be disqualified and shall not be reinstated.
